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toolkit loan agreement

The Agents of Change Project, with support from the U.S. Department of Education Fund for the Improvement of Post-Secondary Education, has assembled toolkits for loan to schools of architecture. These toolkits are meant to support the implementation of field-based case studies of buildings in architecture curricula. The equipment sets are available for loan to architecture schools for one term following the training workshop with the agreement that the equipment be used by students undertaking field studies of existing buildings. 

We expect that these loans will enable participating faculty and TAs to gain first-hand experience with the measurement devices and their application in student exercises. We anticipate that demonstrations of student learning will lead participating architecture programs to permanently acquire those devices that particularly support their curricular needs. Students will thereby be provided continuing access to the tools and the lessons gained through conducting field-based case studies.

In return for access to the equipment we ask borrowing schools to provide insurance, pay for repairs/replacements, and provide reports documenting equipment use (including course syllabi, tool exercises, web site of case studies with links to the project web site, and other information as requested by project evaluators).
